Principles of writing master's theses (may vary depending on the rules adopted by the faculty)

1.  COMPOSTION 
- front page – UW template available  http://ucbs.uw.edu.pl/en/home/dla-studentow/prace-dyplomowe/
- a page with an abstract/ summary (maximum 3,000 characters including spaces, but no less than 1,000 characters including spaces) and keywords (max. 10 keywords or keywords); 
- alphabetical list of abbreviations used in the work (eg ESD – Education for Sustainable Development);
- table of contents (with given page numbers) - on a separate odd-numbered page;
- introduction (the purpose and subject of the work; the content of the work / individual chapters);
- methodology (may be included in the introduction or as separate chapter);
- subsequent chapters;
- conclusions; 
- bibliography; 
- list of attachments (if the work contains attachments). 

2. FORMATTING THE DIPLOMA THESIS – GUIDELINES
- margines - maximum 2.5 cm;
- font - Arial or Times New Roman;
- font size - titles and subtitles up to 14; text max. 12;
- tabulation - maximum 1.25 cm; 
- leading - maximum 1.5 lines;
- spacing between paragraphs - maximum 6 points;
